issues to assist the delivery of the Belconnen Arts & Culture
Program. Such a group w as meant to have been formed in 2005,
but to a certain extent its functions w ere being dealt w ith via the
Cultural Centre Advisory Committee, the fledgling Belconnen And
Northern Arts Netw ork ACT (BANANA), and the Belconnen
Festival committee. Now that the particular functions of those
groups are better delineated how ever, the advisory group finally
met in 2006, and it is anticipated that this group will now meet
quarterly, review the arts and cultural development program
funded by artsACT and run through Belconnen Community
Service, investigate new initiatives, and report to the BCS Board. It
would not need to have an operational capacity, nor be concerned
with HRissues or have direct involvement in staffing and

employ ment. Current members are draw n from a diverse range of
interests and expertise, and include:

The Arts and Cultural Programw orker is also part of the
Belconnen Community Service Management Team, and

participates regularly in strategic planning for the w hole
organisation.

BUDGET NOTES

Belconnen Community Service underw ent administrative changes
in 2006 follow ing the appointment of a new Director of Corporate
Services, and this w as accompanied by a review of accounts and
payments across the w hole organisation, and how allocations
were made. This resulted in a financial year deficit in 2005/06 of
$11,799 for the Arts and Culture Program. As funding for the
programis calendar year, but organisational reporting is financial,
this has lead to a necessity to recover this deficit over the term of
the Multi Year Funding Agreement, i.e. by Dec 2008. Current
calculations indicate that there wiill be little problem in achieving
this result. What w as previously referred to as “BCC subsidy” to
the Arts and Culture Program has been w ithdraw nfrom the
income pending a review of the real costs that are borne by the
organisation in supporting the various programs, of w hich



Community Arts and Culture is one. Itis believed that once this
review process is complete and the cost centres charged to the
programs, the true level of the “BCC Subsidy” can be determined
and correctly allocated. The only major difference betw een the
original and actual budgets in 2006 w as that Australia Council
funding w as not applied for. This w as mainly offset by the income
from the community theatre project for w hich itw as earmarked.

Final audited statements and annual report for the period July 06
to June 07 will be available after the Belconnen Commu nity
Service AGM, scheduled for Oct 16™ 2007.
